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Key Findings

The San Bernardino County Continuum of Care (CoC)}IRéiimhe Count (PITC) is a federally
mandated census of the homeless in the county for all communities receiving federal funding by
the U.S.Department of Housing and Urban Development as authorized by the Homeless
Emergency Assistance and Rapid Transition to Housing (HEARTH) Act of 2009. The census
includes an unduplicated count of unsheltered and sheltered individuals and families
experiencig homelessness on a given night in January.

The PITC provides local communities and policy makers with information on the characteristics
and magnitude of the homeless population to make informed decisions in addressing
homelessness in their region.

The San Bernardino 2017 Homeless Count and Survey Final Report estimates 1,866 persons
experiencing homelessness within the CoC. This represents a 1.1 percent decrease from 2016
when 1,887 individuals were identified through the PITC. Approximately 37 petieividuals
experiencing homelessness were sheltered and 63 percent were unsheltered.

Noted subpopulations:

1 Unaccompanied WomenA total of 284 unsheltered unaccompanied women were
identified as experiencing homelessness in 2017. This number accounts for approximately
1 out of 4 unsheltered homeless individuals and is consistent with the 1 in 4 movement
as part of a national efforto raise awareness for the estimated 25 percent of homeless
individuals who are single adult women. Of the 284 unaccompanied women noted in the
report, 38% sefdentified as chronically homeless.

1 Chronically HomelessA total of 427 or 36 percent weridentified as experiencing
chronic homelessness, an increase over 2016. Overall, about 38 percent of those
interviewed said they suffer from serious mental iliness. Approximately 46 percent self
reported having a substance use disorder. Nearly halfreplfrted a chronic health
condition. SeHreported mental illness decreased slightly (2 percent) whilersglbrted
substance abuse disorder estimates did not change as compared to last year.

1 Veterans One hundred and elevefill) unsheltered personsdentified themselves as
veterans thisyear, a slight increase as compared to last year (92 unsheltered veterans).
Veterans represented 10 percent of the total homeless population in 2017, with about
two in five becoming homeless for the first time during fhest 12 months and nearly
half of the total estimate noting chronic health conditions, such as diabetes, heart trouble,
hypertension, or other health related problems.

1 Youth One hundred and twentfwo unsheltered youth were identified this year, which
accounts for 10 percent of the total unsheltered population. This is consistent with
national estimates of unsheltered homeless youth.
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I. Executive Summary

There were 1,866 persons who were homeless on January 26, 2017 according to the San
Bernardino 2017 Homeless Count and Survey Final Report. The previous homeless count and
subpopulation survey was completed in 2016 during which 1,887 persons were counted.
comparison of the last two counts reveals ti2it fewer persons were counted in 2017, which
represents a decrease of 1.1%.

This sectioroutlines nextsix (6)stepsthat the San Bernardin€ountyContinuum of Carshould
take to end homelssnessThese steps are aligned with the County of San Bernardintedd
Strategy to End Homelessness and are also aligned with several evishsest and best
practices that have helped aigve unprecedented decreases in the total number of homeless

persons, particularly among families, chronic homeless persons, and veterans, across the country
since 2005.

Theeight (8) steps include:

1. Completely dignthe current homeless services delivesystem with the national goals
of ending homelessnes®r the following subpopulations by 2020:

Chronically homeless indduals and families
Familieswith children under age 18;
Unaccompanied youth under age 18;
Veterans;

Youth ages 18 24.

2. Add unaccompanied wometo the list of subpopulations in step 1 above and align the
current homeless services delivery systemith a goal of ending homelessness among
women by 2020.

Unaccompanied women experiencing homelessness often present with complex histories of
cumulative trauma exposure, substance use, mental illness, and chronic disease among other
conditions and circumstanceklowever, @spite evidence that housing along wisipportive

services is the best intervention to end homelessnessitinuums of care across the country

have yet to identify the nature of specific interventions through a gender lens. Identifying
AYGSNBSyiGAz2ya GKFG 0SySTA servicasRs wéll & hodging &ith 6 2 Y Sy
supportive services isnaoverduepriority.

There is room for innovation. There is also room for interventions within a Housing First approach
(see stepfour (4) below) that work best in order to support the ultimate goals of housing,
promotion of wellbeing, and the promotion of thriving or humdiourishing for women
experiencing homelessness.
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3. Set a path for ending homelessness among all homeless persons by 2020.

Preidentifying the subpopulations in steps 1 and 2 includes homeless persons who have physical
disabilities, mental health problemsubstance use issueseniors, and others. However, not all
others may be included.

4. Completely aligned with a Housing First model and low barrier approach for chronically
homeless individuals and families.

Aligning a coordinated system with a Housing First and low barrier approach will help chronically
homeless households obtain and maintain permanent affordable housiggrdless of their
service needs or challenges by removing barriers that hinder themm fobtaining and
maintaining permanent affordable housing.

Chronically homeless persons can achieve stability in permanent housing, regardless of their
service needs or challenges, if provided with appropriate levels of services. Barriers are removed
that have hindered homeless persons from obtaining housing which in¢halkttle income or

no income; active or history of substance use; criminal record, with exceptions for- state
mandated restrictions, andistory of having been or currently a victim ofrdestic violence (e.g.,

lack of a protective order, period of separation from abuser, or law enforcement involvement).
Barriersare removed that have hindered homeless persons from maintaining housing which
includefailure to participate in supportive sepgs; Failure to make progress on a service plan;
loss of income or failure to improve income; and fleeing domestic violence.

5. Completely aligned with a rapid rehousing and low barrier approach for nonronically
homeless individuals and families.

Alignng a coordinated system with a rapid rehousing and low barrier approach will help non
chronically homeless households obtain and maintain permanent affordable howgjagiless

of their service needs or challenges by removing barriers that hinder them dfataining and
maintaining permanent affordable housing.

Rapid rehousing assistance helps individuals and families quickly exit homelessness to
permanent housing. Rapid #®ousing assistance is offered without preconditions (such as
employment, incomeabsence of criminal record, or sobriety), and the resources and services
provided are typically tailored to the unique needs of the household. The core components of a
rapid rehousing program include housing identification services, financial assidtammeat and

move-in, and accompanying case management and supportive services. While the program has
all three-core components available, it is not required that a household utilize them all.

6. Encourage each city to adopt their unsheltered homeless conntnbers asbaseline
numbers.

Each city should be encouraged to adopt the results of the unsheltered homeless count in their
jurisdiction as noted irthe following table After adopting their numbers, each city shoudd
encouraged to implement steps ¢ 5 abovein orderto end homelessness among veterans,
chronically homeless individuals and familigsuth ages 1& 24, unaccompanied youth under

age 18 and unaccompanied womenithin their jurisdiction.

7. Increase the Number of Permanent Supportive Housing Units.

Each jurisdiction should consider increasing its number of permanent supportive housing units in
order to meet the needs dhosehomeless persons with disabling conditiomiso werecounted

within their neighborhoods. These persons are noted by jurisdiction in Table 10 and include
persons with mental illness, substance abuse, and physical disabilities. Jurisdictions with
significant numbers of chronic homeless persons, veterans, and persons yerdatdsed from
correctional institutions after serving a courtandated sentence should also considereasing

their number of permanent supportive housing unitsicreases in units should lmEsed on
evidencebased practicefo ensure success

Permanet Supportive Housingrovideslongterm affordable rental housing and a broad range
of on-site and/or oftsite wrap-around supportive services. The goal is to increase independent
living skills of residents who pay no more than 30% of their monthly indonrent so that they

are able to maintain their housinghose persons without permanent disabling conditions may
ultimately become sel$ufficient while living in affordable housing and may eventually pay 100%
of their rent and may or may not neeippative services.

Particular attention should be given to persons recently released from correctional institutions

since realignment has resulted in thousands of prisoners being released or transferred to county

As noted in Tab® 27% of maleandS Y £ S | Rdzf §& O2dzy SR | yagSNI
they were released from a correctional institution such as a jail or prison during the past 12
months after serving a coudrdered sentence.

Permanent supportive housing for-etfendersshould bebased on evidencbased practices for
homelessex-offenders reatering communities that haveesulted inbetter outcomes. These
practices include the provision of housing with appropriateagvaround services such as

substance abuse counseling anckatment and life coping skills that helgx-offenders
successfully ansition into local communities. These practices also include a clear path to career
development and/or employment and reunification with family members including children.

Better outcomes include reductions in recidivism and recurrence of homelesstesshances

of recidivism significantly lessen when offenders are reengaged with family members and in
particular with their children. The chances of recidivism also significantly lessen when offenders
develop marketable skills that lead to -going employmrent. Employment also encourages
offenders to take the initial steps to reunite with family members. The chances of offenders
becoming homeless again also significantly lessen witigaang employment and efforts to
foster relationships with family membeedter reunification.

8. Other Recommendations

The recommendations described above are included in the San Bernardino County 10 Year Plan
to End Homelessness. The other recommendations in the plan should also be considered by each
jurisdiction to help reaclits benchmarks.

The recommendation concerning homeless prevention, however, should be adopted by all
jurisdictions sinc&an Bernardino County has a sizable number of households that-esk aff
becoming homeless. Approximatel00,000 householdsvere living below poverty level as
reported in the 2011 American Community Survey by the U.S. Census BDesgpite the fact

that many households live below poverty level, no more than 10% of them become homeless
over the course of a year according to eat national research.However, this means that up
10,000 households living below poverty level may experience homelessness every year.

Thelocal10-YearStrategyrecommends that the shotterm assistance delivery model as outlined

by HUD throughthe Hameless Prevention and Rapid -Reusing Program (HPRP) be

In addition to determining homeless status, the use of this method requires the ability to
determine whether the individual or family has already been counted by another
organization, or at an earlier date. To-daplicate the count, CoCs must collect enough
information about the homeless persons during the interview process to epshees
same persorwas not interviewed and counted twice. HUD requires that the survey
instruments used in servieeased allow for deduplicatioé.

Servicebased counts took place in the City of Redlands as part of the youth count.
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Counting youth outside of the timeframeoted above was encouraged by HUD as long as an
approved method of deduplication by HUD was approved which is noted in Section Il below. This
same method of deduplication allows for serviaased counts for up to seven days after the
designated day of theount.

The County of San Bernardino, like many other counties, has a substantial number of households
that are at risk of becoming homeless. The Census Bureau noted $hpertent or nearly
133,000 householdsansisting of abou#t00,000 residents in San Bernardino County were living
below poverty level as reported in the 20American Community Survey. Also, according to the
U.S. Census Bureau there warmre than 120,000 households consisting of about 400,000
persons (nearly one of every five residents) in San Bernardino County who were members of a
household whose annual income was less than $25,000 i%.2Dlere were approximately
65,000 households consisting @pproximately200,000 persons whose annual amse was less

than $15,000 a year.
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Many of these persons can become homeless because of social structural issues such as increases

in rent, loss of job, and rising health care costs. In addition, personal experiences such as domestic
violence, physical didilities, mental illness, and substance abuse can cause members of a low
income household or an entire household to become homeless.

Who carried out the count?

The homeless count and subpopulation survey was a joint effiaitie San Bernardino County
Homeless Partnership, the San Bernardino County Office of Homeless Services, and the Institute
for Urban InitiativesOver400 community volunteera/ere recruitedto implement the count and
subpopulation survey.

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II. Methodology

Unsheltered Count and Subpopulation Survey

In order to complete the unsheltered count and subpopulation survey, the following activities
were conducted 1) organizing the count and subpopulation survey; 2) coordinating the count
and subpopulation survey; and 3) implementing the count and subpapulaurvey.

1. Organizing the Count and Subpopulation Survey

Organizing the count consisted of the following f@ativities a) the county was divided into
organizational regions; b) the organizational regions were divided into planning communities; c)
the planning communities were divided into implementation areas; and d) the implementation
areas were divided into count zones.

a. County was Divided into Organizational Regions
The County was divided into the following organizational regions:

1 WestValleywhich consistd of the area west of the City of San Bernardino including the
cities of Chino, Chino Hills, Colton, Fontana, Montclair, Ontario, Rancho Cucamonga,
Rialto, Upland and the surrounding unincorporated areas.

1 EastValley which consistd of the City of San Bernardino and all areamith andeast
including the cities of Grand Terrace, Highland, Loma Linda, Redlands, hivenBalms,
Yucaipa, Yucca Valley and the surrounding unincorporated communities along with the
San Bernardino Mountain commitiies.

1 High Desertvhich consistd of the area north of the San Bernardino Mountains including
the cities of Adelanto, Apple Valley, Barstow, Hesperia, Needles, Victorville and the
surrounding unincorporated communities.

b. Organizational Regions were Diled into Planning Communities

Each of the three Organizational Regions was divided into 20 planning communities of
incorporated cities and/or unincorporated jurisdictions in order to plan and implement the
activities below. The County consists of 24 onporated cities and over three dozen
unincorporated communities. However, not all of these cities and counties were included in the
20 planning communitiebecause they were determined by key persons as not having any
homeless personswvho live, congregate or receive services. The table below lists the

Red areas included those areas that are either remote andfoinhabitable, which were
primarily smallrural communities thatre spread throughout the desert and mountain regions
of the county.

1 Yellow Areaswere defined as implementation areas whevaly professional outreach
workers might go. These areas may praee difficult to cover and/or unsafe for
volunteer counters, such as community representatives or stakeholders, in their effort to
count and survey homeless persomsimediately prior topr immediately aftethe count
local professional representativegivolved in the homeless counsuch as law
enforcement or street outreach workers verififchomeless persons lived in these areas
and determinedthe number of homeless persons who were included in the count;

1 Green Areaswere defined as implementation areas where homeless persons can be
found as determined by local community representatives.

All of the incorporated cities in the coty) along with significant areas within their surrounding
unincorporated territory, were identified by local key person teams as Green Areas.

d. Implementation Areas were Divided into Count Zones

Implementation Areas that were designated as Green Area® wérided into Count Zones.
Teams of Counters were deployed to designated count zones within each of the Green Areas.
Teams of Counters were not deployed to Yellow or Red Areas.

2. Coordinating the Count and Subpopulation Survey

Coordinating the count and subpopulation survey included implementing the following activities
in each local Planning Community: 1) establishing a key person team; 2) distinguishing areas
within the planning community where homeless people live; 3) idemidf places where
homeless people live within the identified areas; 4) identifying places where homeless people
receive social services; 5) raising public awareness and community involvement; and
Implementing the Count and Subpopulation Survey.
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a. Establishing a Community Key Person Team

A Community Key Person Team was established for each planning community and consisted of
representatives from public and private organizations who were knowledgeable about
homelessness and where homeless persores Such key persons included representation from
business, civic, educational, faitfased, law enforcement, local government, neighborhood, and
nonprofit organizations. Homeless and formerly homeless persons were also encouraged to join.

b. Distinguishirg Implementation Areas within the Planning Community

Each Community Key Person Team distinguished implementation areas within their planning
community where homeless peopt®uldbe found. Such areas included a quadrant or section

of a city or unincorpated area or an entire neighborhood. Those sections of the planning
community where homeless persons could be found were designatedsrasn Areas.
Conversely, those sections where homeless persons are known not to live or spend time were
designatedRed Areas.

c. ldentifying Verifiable Places where Homeless People Live/Congregate

Each Community Key Person Team also identified specific locations where homeless people live
and/or congregate within their designate@reen Areas. Such places included abandoned
buildings, commercial areas, parks, sidewalks, vacant lots and vehicles. Known encampments
were also specifically identified withBreenAreas. Other places included a whole neighborhood

or a specific length of a street. Such information remains confidéent

d. ldentifying Places where Homeless People Receive Social Services

Each Community Key Person Team also identifiedrasidential locationsand/or programs
where homeless people go to receive social services and other forms of assidtargrams
included locations that distributed packaged food and/or clothing, serve meals, and provide
shower or laundry servicesncluding those operated by faibased organizations. Other
program sites included those that were known to provide domestic violereadthhcare, mental
health care, substance abuse, transportation, and veteran services for homeless persons.

e. Raising Public Awareness and Community Involvement

The primary purpose of raising public awareness and community involvement was to recruit
volunteers to help implement the count in each planning community. Volunteers were recruited
both locally and countywide from a wid@nge of sources including city and county employees,
homeless service providers, other social service agenciespiwdit organizations, faithbased
institutions, local businesses, civic organizations, educational institutions, currently and formerly
homeless individuals and other interested community stakeholders.
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Flyers and other materials were developed for distribution@nhmunity meetings and forums,
media outlets and various public facilities, service locations, churches, college campuses and
other public locations. A project website was established with general project information and
volunteer outreach materials. Volueer registration was also promoted through the web site
during the months leading up to the day of theunt.

Community involvement included creating teams of volunteers to count homeless persons in
designatedGreen zones. Teams included persons who wak@lved in community service or
interested in community service. Teams also included persons whadraslderableexposure

3. Implementing the Count and Subpopulation Survey

A homeless count and subpopulation survey instrument was used to gather data by counters.
The instrument focused on gathering answers that were used to create an identifier and to
determine the number of persons for each subpopulation required by HUDnfafimation
gathered through this instrumenemains confidentialAppendix Ancludesthe instrument.

During the count, volunteers were required to collect the following information concerning every
homeless person counted: first initial of first nanfiest initial of last name, genderace?, age by

code!, and state born. The information for each encounter was inputted into a data base. The
information was used to create an identifier for each person. For example, a homeless person
